NEWPORT, WORMIT AND FORGAN COMMUNITY COUNCIL REPORT
MONDAY, 10TH MAY, 2010    
1.
A92 Trunk Road, Prohibition of Specific Turns Order 201 – I have now received a response from David Middleton of Transport Scotland advising that they expect to undertake the construction works starting in Autumn 2010.  They have asked the operating company, BEAR Scotland Limited, to contact me and the Community Council to arrange a meeting to discuss the design prior to work starting.
2.
Kingdom Housing, Newport Road/Scotscraig Drive, Tayport – Work has now commenced on the construction of 56 affordable rented units on the above site in Tayport.  This will include the 1000th affordable housing unit constructed by the Fife Housing Alliance and will provide 56 units for rent.  The work should be completed by July 2011.

3.
Details have been announced of the Government’s cashback scheme for greener boilers indicating that from Monday, 24th May, households will be able to apply online or over the phone through the Scottish Government’s Energy Saving Scotland Advice Network.  Funds have been provided to replace 5,000 boilers and households will be able to apply for a £400 voucher towards the cost.  Contact can be made through 0800 512 012 or through the Energy Saving Trust website.

I understand that changes to the concessionary rail travel scheme will be introduced from Sunday, 23rd May.

5.
As indicated in last month’s report by Councillor Caird, the Council’s Standards and Audit Committee considered the severe weather review on the problems and difficulties that had occurred at the end of December/January this year.  A number of recommendations have been made for improvements and a further report will go back to the Committee in November.  I can provide copies of the report for anyone who would like to read it.

6.
Road safety improvements, Cupar Road – The road safety improvements to reduce the speed of traffic on Cupar Road approaching the primary school will be carried out in August.

7.
The cycle path between Tayport and Newport has been cleared of litter by the Community Payback Scheme involving community offenders.

8.
There have been further reports of graffiti in various parts of the community including Station Path and also the approach to Gowrie Park.  I would be grateful if you could let me know if there are any other graffiti incidents so that they can be cleaned up and reported to the Police.

9.
Following correspondence I have had with the Chief Executive of Fife Sports and Leisure Trust, he has informed me that a new trampoline has been ordered for Waterstone Crook.

10.
Kevin Smith of Transportation Services advises that the relining of car parking spaces in front of the Blyth Hall was undertaken to replace the lines which were there previously.  To have made the bays wider would have meant a reduction in the number of total places which without consultation would have been deemed unacceptable.

11.
Newport Harbour area – A meeting was held with officers from the Council’s Development Services team and Mr Peter Leyland to look at some of the issues in the Newport Harbour area.  I have sent a report on this to Mr Leyland and to Stewart McKiddie with a suggested way of taking this forward.

12.
There is an opportunity to get a discount on your Council Tax to help with the cost of insulating your home.  You will get a one off rebate of £50 from your Council Tax bill if you install either cavity wall or loft insulation and an increased rebate of £75 if you install both measures.
