1.
A92 Trunk Road, Prohibition of Specific Turns Order 201 – As members will be aware, we received notification of the Scottish Minister’s decision on the above draft Regulation Order on 11th March.  I have now written to the Chief Executive of Transport Scotland asking for a timetable as to when this work will be carried out.  I have also requested that Transport Scotland liaise with the Community Council regarding a number of other issues that were raised during the enquiry, particularly the run off arrangements for northbound traffic on the A92 and the pedestrian crossing at Station Brae Junction.

I am in correspondence with Ed Watson, Chief Executive of Fife Sports and Leisure Trust Limited, regarding upgrading and improvements at Waterstone Crook Sports Centre.  Mr Watson has agreed to take these matters up with the relevant Council departments and I will provide further information when I receive a reply from him.  Mr Watson has also advised that an order for a new trampoline for Waterstone Crook has recently been placed.

TAYplan Strategic Development Plan Authority, Main Issues Report Consultation - I believe you will have had a letter from Pam Ewen of TAYplan advising that there will be public consultation meetings on the above Plan on 12th May in County Buildings, Cupar, and 18th May at St Andrews Town Hall.

 


In addition, there will be a briefing session for Elected Members and Community Councils in Dundee on 13th April and Perth on 15th April between 6.30pm and 8pm

Police Community Engagement Meeting – At the last meeting on 11th March, Grant Ogilvie provided an update on action that had been taken since the first meeting.  The next meeting will be held on Thursday, 13th May, at 7pm in the Blyth Hall.

Proposed Development at Kilmany Road – As members will be aware, a pre-determination hearing took place regarding the above development on 22nd March in the County Buildings, Cupar.  Following the hearing at which the Community Council and other local residents spoke, the Council’s Planning Committee considered the matter and have agreed to recommend to the full Council that they are minded to recommend refusal of the application.  A number of other issues were raised and further information requested and the matter will be considered by the full Fife Council in due course.
6.
There have been further graffiti ‘incidents’ within both Newport and Wormit since the last meeting of the Community Council.  I have asked Network Rail if they will address the graffiti on the two huts next to the railway line just before the Tay railway bridge.
7.
Lighting of the path from Naughton Road to Bay Road – I am pleased to advise that the above lighting comprising of five new ‘demountable’ lighting columns has been installed at a cost of £10,000.

8.
Arrangements were made for the litter picking on the dual carriageway over the weekend 27th/28th March.  It was not however possible to do the central area as this required the special road train for this to be carried out.

9.
Greenspace Event – I attended the drop in event on Thursday, 18th March, at the Rural Business Centre at Elmwood College in Cupar where there were presentations on the green spaces in each of the communities in North East Fife.  I have asked Kevin O’Kane from Development Services if he would let me have details of the green space map for Newport and Wormit.
10.
Wind turbines, Dundee – I was contacted by the press in relation to the proposed erection of further wind turbines in the port area of Dundee.  I believe that there will be public consultation on this taking place and the Community Council may wish to comment.
