NEWPORT, WORMIT AND FORGAN COMMUNITY COUNCIL REPORT
MONDAY, 14TH JUNE, 2010    
1.
Coronation Gardens, West Road, Newport – Iain Barbour has visited the site and there will be difficulties in cutting back the trees that will obstruct the telescope.
2.
Kate Hughes will write again to the owners of the site at 2 Naughton Road in Wormit asking if they have a timetable for demolishing the Old Miniatures Fantasy building.

3.
I am pleased to advise that funding has been agreed for the Newport West Station information board.

4.
Local Services staff have written to the owner of the property at 52 West Road, Newport (which is derelict).  They have been advised that they are in the process of preparing a Building Warrant submission and that they hope that site works will re-commence in or around August this year.

5.
I have reminded Stuart Goodfellow that the double yellow lines on Tay Street and Cuthberts Road are still outstanding.

6.
The next Police Community Engagement Meeting will be on 8th July at 7pm in the Blyth Hall.  Further information is provided on the Fife Constabulary website.

7.
Tay Road Bridge Ramps – I have had a reply from Iain Mackinnon, the Road Bridge Manager, who has informed me that work on the first contract started in 2009 and is due for completion shortly and involves the construction of storm water attenuation measures.  The work does not affect the on/off ramps and has no impact on traffic.


Contract 2 started in May 2010 and involves modification of Tayside House (Aberdeen bound) off-ramp to take two lanes of traffic, the construction of the signalised junction at Marketgait to allow east and west bound traffic to exit the bridge and the demolition and reconstruction of a new alignment of the west bound (Perth) offslip.  The work is due for completion in the autumn of 2011.


The work to modify the remaining three ramps has still to go out to tender but is expected to follow on immediately after contract 2 and this will take a further three to four years to complete.

8.
TAYplan – I hope to have spoken to officers about a further submission from the Council regarding TAYplan but the Community Council may wish to discuss this.

9.
Wester Friarton Turbines – I have sent a photo montage to the Chair, Vice Chair and Secretary of the turbines proposed at Wester Friarton.

10.
Zolotorevo Summer Students – I have contacted Dominique Robertson in Fife Council External Relations to see if there is any further funding support that can be provided to the Twinning Group for the students who will be here this summer.  She has been in touch with Marion Heredia.
11.
I have received a copy of the Tentsmuir National Nature Reserve newsletter and also the Tayview (Tay Estuary Forum) newsletter.

12.
All Community Councils have now received further correspondence from Fife Council seeking their views on the next stage of the Review of the Scheme for Community Councils in Fife.  

13.
The closing date for the Celebrating Fife 2010 Community Funds is at the end of June and the Council is keen to encourage as many community groups as possible to apply as part of the Celebrating Fife 2010 programme.

14.
I have been advised of improvements to the X42 bus service route including the creation of a bus stop hardstanding area on both the north and south side of the A914 adjacent to Forgan Roundabout as well as improvements to the bus shelters opposite the Tay Road Bridge access car park entrance.

15.
Sara Wilson informs me that the metal fencing at the bend at Woodhaven, Wormit, should be replaced by mid June.

16.
Harry Byers in Environmental Services informed me that the litter picking on the central reserve of the A92 approach to the road bridge was to be carried out on 22nd/23rd May.

17.
Iain Barbour, Area Parks Officer, informs me that he is not sure if there have been any improvements at The Braes in relation to dog fouling as they are now only cutting a small amount of grass.  I understand that Community Services are still experimenting with grass cutting machines that will operate on slopes.

18.
Kilmany Road Planning Application will, I think, be coming to the last full meeting of Fife Council of this session on 24th June.
