NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that, by virtue of Section 14(2) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, The Fife Council prohibits vehicular traffic from using the following streets:-

· Linden Avenue, Newport-on-Tay, from its junction with Station Brae to its junction with Victoria Street.
· Albert Crescent, Newport-on-Tay, from its junction with Station Brae to its junction with Victoria Street.
These roads will be closed daily between 07.30hrs. and 17.00hrs. from Thursday 10 March 2011 until Sunday 13 March 2011.
The works are being carried out in phases, with only a short section being closed at any one time and will be indicated by signage on site.
The reason for the restriction is to allow carriageway resurfacing works to be carried out whilst adhering to Construction Design Management and Health and Safety Regulations.  

The recommended alternative routes for vehicular traffic is Station Brae, Youngsdale Place, Victoria Street and vice versa.
Access for emergency service vehicles and pedestrians will be maintained. 
Access for residents will be available from either side of the works via the diversion route, no through route will be available.
