Which 2010 Funding Strand is right for you?

There are three new community funding strands for 2010 in addition to all of the existing grant schemes which the council operates.

· Strand 1:   ‘Extravagala 2010’ 

Support of between £100 and £2500 to communities who wish to develop:

Something extra special or memorable as part of an existing Gala Day/Festival, Community Event/Activity

Or

Something brand new that will bring people together in a positive and celebratory manner to enhance your community. If you would like to enhance your local gala or festival or if you would like to organize a new celebration in your community then this strand is suitable for you.
· Strand 2: ‘Community Spirit 2010’ 

Support of between £100 and £2500 to communities who wish to:

Promote wellbeing in the community. It’s about strengthening and lifting the positive spirits of individuals and communities. It’s about making people’s lives feel better – generating smiles and laughter. If you have an idea that will benefit, celebrate or enhance your local community then this is the strand for you.
· Strand 3: ‘Cultural Opportunities for All 2010’

Support of £500 to ethnic minority communities and other equalities groups who wish to enhance current events or develop new activities which will mark and celebrate key and significant dates.
Who can apply?

Constituted community groups, social enterprises, micro or small businesses, voluntary organisations or public sector bodies with an event or project idea that will benefit, celebrate and enhance the local community can apply for sums of between £100 and 
£2500 towards their special 2010 idea. 
Will my idea qualify for funding?
